Meal Plan:

Athletes will bring their brown bag lunch up the mountain daily and have all breaks in the Grand 

Manitou Lodge located at the top of the gondola.  There are 3 grocery stores 15 minutes outside of

Parking:
Indoor Parking is available at the various lodge options for an extra charge, approximately $22 + tax 

per vehicle per night.

Families are responsible for making their own lift ticket/pass arrrangements.  All campers must 

have a valid lift ticket/pass for each camp day.

Typical Camp Day: Athletes meet their coaches 8:30am at the base of the gondola.  Everyone will bring 

their backpack up the mountain with their supplies for the day (ex, lunch, snacks, beverages, extra 

mittens, buffs, socks, etc…)  Bags will be dropped off in the Grand Manitou Lodge.  Athletes will spend 

the day: technical free skiing, video, gates/environment, etc...  Coaches and athletes will ski out with 

their bags and meet parents/guardians at 3pm at the base of the gondola.  Coaches will communicate 

afternoon video viewing and dryland training information.  Apres ski is family and homework time!  A 

group chat will be created to communicate camp details. 

Rules / Policies:

50% DEPOSIT REQUIRED BY NOVEMBER 1, 2024 - 50% BALANCE DUE NOVEMBER 29, 2024.  The 

deadline to receive a camp refund is December 1, 2024.  All campers are required to follow the 

Caledon Ski Club Code of Conduct.  Failure to do so may result in removal from this event.
